Oxygen concentrator is an eiectrically pow€red fiedical device designed to

concentrate oxygen from ambient air. These devices deliver oxygen at the bedside,

typically through an attached nasal cannula (or ptongs), to a palient requiring oxygen

therapy The irrtended use or clinical purpose of oxygen concentrators is the delivery

of low-flow. continuous, clean and concentrated oxygen, prebrably ivith

corlcentratiori o{ 90% or more, from room air (which usually contains only 21 o,'(,

oxygen)

At p.esent various models of oxygen concentrators, having different capacities of

conti|rr",ous ilovr(1 to 10 Liters/Min) and widely varying concentration of oxygen, are

berng marketed

The lilinistry has from time to time advised thal oxygen concentrators with flow

capacity of 5 litre per minute or more and delivering oxygen with concentralion of

90% or inore are s'ritable for management of COVID-19 patients at the COVID Care

Centers. the Dedicated COVID Health Centers end in home settings. The !{orld

Healih Organisation has also precribed these norms for oxygen concentrators.

It rs advrsed that Oxygen Concentrators of less than 5 litres per minute capacity may

not be sold underthe misleading label of "for home based COVID care."

ll rs f urther advised that Oxygen Concenlrators must be purchased with:

i. ConsumaL,les required to operale.

.-. User care instructions and protocols, including guidanc€ for replacement of

accessories and consumables and safe decontamination of reusable parts,

indicating if they a;e genefic or brand related.

L: Technical maintenance protocols.

It is strongly advised that all sellers must prominently display the following

in{ormation.for each model of Orygen Concentrator for sale -

.. Continuous flow capacity in litre per n,inute

' Percentage of Oxygen lhat a concen' ator generates: and

,: The Maximum Retail Price.
